(that is, the Tigris) ° I lifted up my eyes and
looked, and behold, a man clothed in linen,
with a belt of fine gold from Uphaz around his

My radiant appearance was fearfully changed,
and | retained no strength. ° Then | heard the
sound of his words, and as | heard the sound of
his words, | fell on my face in deep sleep with
my face to the ground.

And behold, a hand touched me and set me
trembling on my hands and knees. ! And he
said to me, “O Daniel, man greatly loved,
understand the words that | speak to you, and
stand upright, for now | have been sent to you.”

And when he had spoken this word to me, |
stood up trembling. 2 Then he said to me, “Fear
not, Daniel, for from the first day that you set
your heart to understand and humbled yourself
before your God, your words have been heard,
and | have come because of your words.

The prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood
me twenty-one days, but Michael, one of the
chief princes, came to help me, for | was left
there with the kings of Persia, 1*and came to
make you understand what is to happen to your
people in the latter days.



Daniel 10:13-15 (sv)

For the vision is for days yet to come.” 1> When
he had spoken to me according to these words,
| turned my face toward the ground and was
mute.



Ephesians 6:12 (esv)
For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood,
but against the rulers, against the authorities,

against the cosmic powers over this present
darkness, against the spiritual forces of evil in

the heavenly places.

be strong and of good courage.” And as he
spoke to me, | was strengthened and said, “Let
my lord speak, for you have strengthened me.”
’0Then he said, “Do you know why | have come
to you? But now | will return to fight against the
prince of Persia; and when | go out, behold, the
prince of Greece will come.



Daniel 10:16-11:1 (sv)

1 But | will tell you what is inscribed in the book
of truth: there is none who contends by my side

against these except Michael, your prince.
11:1 And as for me, in the first year of Darius the

Mede, | stood up to confirm and strengthen
him.”



Daniel’s encounter with a
magnificent angel reveals that the
battles of this world are
interconnected with battles in the
heavenlies, all of which fall under
God’s sovereign control.
